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Some Information for College requests:
Dog B.O.N.E.S. is happy to assist you with visits to your college. Please send your request at least a month in advance of the date you would like visits. Available teams will contact you via email to arrange for visits.
Please email your request to Dog B.O.N.E.S. and include the following information:

-Name of College

-Specific address of the location for visits

-Name and contact info for the person coordinating the visits and attending to teams on the day of visits as well as the College Administrator/Faculty that has approved having therapy dogs on campus. Please include email address in the body of the request.
 
-Date and time of day for the visit

These are additional guidelines to keep in mind:

1. All therapy dog visits must be conducted indoors.
2. The college administration must approve of dogs on campus and in the building prior to your making a request. Please be sure to have a staff member of the college make the request.
3. Dog B.O.N.E.S. does not have any waivers etc for your use. If you need these you will need to create them yourselves.

4. Dogs must remain with their handlers/owners at all times AND MUST be on a 4 ft or shorter leash AT ALL TIMES. No off leash activities are allowed.
5. Please request that all teams provide you a copy of their current membership with Dog B.O.N.E.S. Therapy Dogs of Mass. If their membership has expired they must contact Dog B.O.N.E.S. before making visits.

Some suggestions for visits:  

-Indoor room large enough to accommodate the students and allow at least ten feet between therapy dog teams.

-Easy access to the outdoors so dogs may take a break on a grassy area.

-A Location that is away from other events (dogs do bark and receive a lot of attention)

-Avoid glassed in areas and limit the number of stairs and elevators needed to reach the space you are planning on using.
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
